	Stage 3: Learning Activities/Agenda

	Sequence of Learning Activities: 

-Students will be introduced to the idea of rhythm and its’ importance. Teacher will demonstrate a popular song, playing all the correct pitches but playing all the wrong rhythms. This will demonstrate that, without the correct rhythm, music is totally altered and in the case of a popular song, completely incorrect and unrecognizable. 

-Students will first learn what a Quarter Note and Rest is, what it looks like, and what’s value in a measure is. 

-Students will be shown why a quarter note equals 1 beat in a measure instead of a “quarter of a beat”. Teacher will equate a measure in 4/4 time to mathematical terms using fractions. This will show students that a measure has four parts. Using one part of it (or in other words, 1 beat) is using one fourth of the measure. And another term for one-fourth is: A Quarter!

-Students will draw quarter notes in book to reinforce memory. 

-Students will apply this information when playing at home and for lessons. 

-Students will learn each of the other notes/ rests in order of the book using the same mathematical philosophy for each:

Half Notes/ Rests: Equals half of the measure (2 beats)

Whole Notes/ Rests: Equals All of the measure (or the Whole Thing!) (4 beats)

Eighth Notes/ Rests: Equals an Eighth of the Measure (1/2 of a beat)

-Each time students learn a new note and rest, students will draw the note and rest as well as all previous notes that they have learned thus far to reinforce memory and understanding. 

-Students will directly apply each new piece of information through practicing at home and by performing the assignments in lessons. 

-At each lesson, students will clap and count aloud their assignments first. Sections that need improvement will be reviewed and studied. After students clap and count, students will clap and sing note names aloud to reinforce the idea that pitch and rhythm together equals music.

-Teacher will encourage group discussion about how Crescendo and Decrescendo are different from Forte, Mezzo Forte, and Piano. (These are gradual whereas f, mf  and p are instant changes in volume.)

-Students will perform these new dynamics according to the next assignment in the book and then discuss which was more difficult to perform: Crescendo or Decrescendo? What do they need to adjust with their bodies (air, breath support, and buzz) to improve?

-Any or all of the learned dynamics will be used in all following exercises in the book. Special attention will be paid to this element of music.

-Each time an exercise is assigned using dynamics, teacher and students will discuss how that particular melody is different having used dynamics. Did the dynamics make the song more exciting? Scary? Sad? Happy? Students will be encouraged to think about how dynamics help to convey an emotional message in the music and how the absence of dynamics change the overall feel of a song.
