-Students will be introduced to the idea of different articulations and how they can dramatically affect the sound and feel of a piece of music.

-Teacher will demonstrate by playing an easy and recognizable melody on an instrument using different styles of articulation. 

-Students will reflect on the playing and discuss as a group, the changes in feel or mood that occurred with each new articulation. 

-Students will discuss the importance of correctly playing written articulations: Composers write music with a certain feel or emotion in mind. If we, as musicians, do not play what is written then we are not portraying the true meaning of that piece.

- Students will take turns playing and practicing the different articulations in class. 

-Teacher will write a 4-measure melody on the board. Students will take turns changing articulations for the melody. Whole group will play the melody every time a student changes the articulations. 

-Students will be introduced to the idea of tempo markings and where they are located in a piece of music. 

-Teacher will demonstrate each tempo marking as well as give students the definition of each. 

-Students will have the opportunity to change the tempo markings of a 4-measure melody that will be written on the board by the teacher. 

-Once a student changes the tempo marking, that student must be able to pronounce the tempo marking and explain it to the group. 

-The whole group will play the melody each time a student changes the tempo marking. 

-Students will be introduced to the idea of First and Second Endings, what they look like and where they are located.

-Students will play excerpts in band music or books that contain First and Second endings to practice the process of playing the First ending (first), repeating back to the beginning and then skipping over the First Ending and playing the Second Ending (second) instead.

-Students will practice this process until to become second nature for them.

-As a review, students will have to take turns explaining the process of how to play First and Second Endings to class in their own words.

-Students will be introduced to the idea of CODAS, DC and DS al CODA and al FINE, what they look like, and what their function is in music. 

DC al CODA-

- It means, literally, "dal Capo al Coda," or "from the beginning, to the tail."

-Student will play beginning of piece until the DC al CODA sign.

-Students will go back to the beginning of the piece and play until the first symbol is reached (funny S shape called Segno). From there, students will jump to the CODA sign at the bottom of the music and play to the end (double bar). 

-DC al Fine is similar only students will repeat from beginning to the word fine. 

DS al CODA/ FINE-

-Students will follow similar directions as  DC only they will not go back to the beginning. They will only go back to the first funny S shape (called Segno) and then play either to the FINE or the CODA sign (which takes them to the actual CODA).
-A way to remember the difference between the DS and DC is to think of  “S” in the “DS” as standing for the word: Symbol.  Which means you go back the Symbol and play from there to the end.  Students will just have to memorize that DC means to go back to the beginning. 

-Students will practice playing band music that contains DC and DS al Fine and CODAs. 

-As a review, students will take turns explaining the process of how to play a piece of music that uses DC and DS al Fine and CODAs to the class. This process will repeat until each student has a turn and are all proficient at playing music that includes these symbols.

-Students will review previous time signature content (4/4, 2/4 and 3/4).

-Students will apply old information to figure out how to read music in 6/8 time. 

-Students will each practice 6/8 time by constructing 1 measure of 6/8 time on the board.

-Students will then have to count and clap their measure for the class. The class will all clap and count the rhythm the second time.

-Students will then apply new time signature information to a piece of music either in lesson books or band music.

- Students will be reminded at the beginning (and throughout as needed) of each rehearsal what rehearsal etiquette is and how having good rehearsal etiquette helps the ensemble have efficient and beneficial rehearsals. 

-Students will discuss what they think a performance is and what the words performance etiquette is, and how it is different from rehearsal etiquette:

- Performance means that sit with correct posture at all times of the performance (even between selections). Students sit quietly when not playing. Performance means you play straight through each piece. 

- Rehearsal is different from Performance because the rehearsal atmosphere is a bit more relaxed. Students may relax posture for a moment between selections but in performance, they may not. All the real work and preparation is done in rehearsal. The point of rehearsal is to put on a good performance. 

-Students will discuss the performance selections. Teacher will guide students to discuss how the different pieces of music are different and why that is important for an audience and for them, as learning musicians. 

       - It is important to play differing styles of music for a performance for 2 main reasons:

· For the audience. A good performance conveys many moods and styles so an overall feeling of satisfaction occurs for the audience. Only one style of music would ultimately become boring for the audience.

For the individual player. Students must be exposed to many styles of music, as they will need to build upon these experiences in order to grow as musicians and play music at a greater difficulty level.

-Teacher will guide discussion on conducting gestures

· What are they and what do they look like?

· How are they used? How do they help the players and over all ensemble to play more skillfully?

· How can you pay attention to written music and conductor?

-To practice, students will play Concert Bb scale while teacher changes tempo, style and dynamics all through nonverbal conducting gestures.

	Stage 3: Learning Activities/Agenda

	Sequence of Learning Activities: 

-Students will learn where on the musical page the composer’s name is located. 

-Students will identify composer and begin discussing any pervious pieces written by that person.

-Students may listen to other pieces by same composer and begin to compare musical styles (same, different and how).

-Students will be asked to remember these names and will be asked often to identify the composer of each piece.

-Students will again speak of the style of the concert piece (fast, slow, lots of percussion etc.)

-Teacher will then introduce musical form in instrumental music. 

-Students will learn:

         -Binary form is a way of structuring a piece of music in two related sections, both of which are usually repeated.

         -Ternary form is a three-part A–B–A structure in a piece of music. The first and third parts (A) are musically identical, or very nearly so, while the second part (B) contrasts sharply with it.
-Students will discuss and decide as a group what form their music is.  

-Students will play music and listen to it as well to determine this information. 

-Lastly, students will use learned information to figure out the form of other pieces.
